• Assist with the design, outreach and implementation of a leadership development 
process to build the capacity of community leaders and members. 

• Provide leadership facilitating the development and implementation of local and 
citywide community organizing campaigns, especially those targeting problem 
landlords, lenders and policies that contribute to deteriorating housing conditions. 

• Assist in writing reports to current funders and assist with grant development

• Minimum of one year of supervising experience 
• Minimum of two years of demonstrated experience with community organizing, 

mobilizing and campaign development.
